





Wadi El Na'am Photography Project - The Children of Azazma Photograph
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For the last year a photography project named "Azazmeh Children
Taking Pictures”, which is a visual literacy workshop, is taking place in
the unrecognized village Wadi El Na'am in the Negev.

The project is organized jointly by the NCF and the village's committee,
So far 30 boys and girls attended the project and the works of these
children illustrates the calendar the NCF is issuing for the 3rd time.
Many volunteers have joined the "Azazmeh Children Taking Pictures”
project which developed to challenging and promising directions. The
aim of the project is to make use of the photography technique which
in general is available, natural and intuitive, to populations where
accessibility to photography is not obvious.
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The photography workshops provide the youths in the village
knowledge and means to document their lives from their point of view
and tell their stories to audiences in Israel and abroad.

The NCF tries to bring the works of the children, produced at the
workshops, into the public eye through the calendar and mobile
exhibitions throughout Israel that can be ordered free of charge.

We hope that the cameras given to the Azazmeh children will serve as
an additional tool in combating the transparency of the Bedouin
citizens and will contribute to stop the exclusion of the Bedouin
population from the Israeli society.
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The Negev Coexistence Forum for Civil Equality is an independent
non-party organization that was established in 1997 by Arabs and Jews -
Israeli citizens who live in the Negev-Nagab. The Forum's aim is to provide
a framework for Jewish-Arab co-operation, to promote tolerance and
coexistence in the Negev and a basis for a common struggle for equal civil
rights. The Forum's activities are carried out by volunteers and funded
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exclusively by private foundations, in particular The New Israel Fund, and
donations. These activities include meetings and social events between
the communities, information drives, and campaigns for environment
justice, recognition to the unrecognized Bedouin Arabs villages of the
Negev and civil equality.
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NCF is operated by volunteers and is supported by the New Israel Fund and others.
